TimeWorks Hosts Elizabeth Estates ChildrenÕs Home in Harbour Island 
 
Harbour  Island, Saturday October 2, 2004 Ð On Saturday, a group of 39 children from the Elizabeth 
Estates Children Home enjoyed a day of sun and fun in beautiful Harbour Island thanks to the volunteers 
and corporate sponsors of the Lyford Cay FoundationÕs TimeWorks program. ÒThe entire day was spent 
talking, playing, relaxing and having fun,Ó said Mrs. Alessandra Holowesko, Chairman of the Gifts and 
Grants Committee at the Lyford Cay Foundation. ÒThere was no agenda. We wanted our volunteers and 
children to just have fun in a beautiful place they may otherwise not be able to visit.Ó  
 
For this event, TimeWorks partnered with Bahamas Fast Ferries to transport the children to Harbour 
Island for a day of activities including a walking tour of the island, beach clean-up, and plenty of fun 
games and activities on the islandÕs beautiful pink beach. ÒThe entire staff at Bahamas Fast Ferries was 
extraordinary.Ó Mrs. Holowesko added. ÒAt the end of the day, they were as much part of the TimeWorks 
team as anybody. Not only did they get us to Harbour Island safely, but they made us a delicious lunch, 
they played with us in the water, they cheered on the children in the relay races and they joined in the 
fun.Ó 
 
The children were accompanied on the trip by the HomeÕs Administrator Ms. Cherely Kelly and Assistant 
Administrator Mrs. Rowena Knowles. In a meeting prior to the event, Administrator Kelly educated the 
volunteers on the specifi c needs of the children who range in age from 8-18 years. She explained that 
children are placed in the Elizabeth Estates Home by the Department of Social Services for reasons 
including neglect, abandonment, and physical, emotional or sexual abuse. But Ms. Kelly also stressed that 
the children attend school, some on scholarships, and have the same issues and concerns as other children 
their age. ÒThe Elizabeth Estates ChildrenÕs Home is a very special placeÓ said Mrs. Holowesko. ÒMs. 
Kelly and Ms. Knowles are not only administering a childrenÕs facility, they are heading and guiding a 
family. All the children were extremely well behaved, well mannered and well spoken. It  was just a joy to 
be with them.Ó 
 
TimeWorks had overwhelming volunteer response for this event, being forced to accommodate 
volunteers on a fi rst come fi rst serve basis, as dozens of people signed up to do what they could to 
positively impact the lives of these children. ÒThis group of adults and children are very special for many 
reasons.Ó said Mrs. Sarah Farrington of the Lyford Cay Foundation. ÒOne of them is that they are the fi rst 
TimeWorks group ever. Our volunteers signed up to spend quality time with children in need, and the 
children were excited to simply spend time with newfound playmates and role models.Ó  
 
According to Ms. Kelly, ÒThis was a wonderful experience for the residents to explore another Bahamian 
island and participate in serving by cleaning the shoreline.  They all were excited and are anxious to have 
another experience like this one.Ó 
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In addition to Bahamas Fast Ferries, corporate sponsors for the event included KellyÕs Home Centre who 
donated beach towels and beach balls for the children. Panama Jack who gave hats and sunscreen to the 
children and volunteers. Sun Tee, Pictet Bank & Trust, and Oceanic Bank and Trust generously donated 
the TimeWorks t-shirts worn by all. Water and juice were available throughout the day, courtesy of 
Bristol Wines &  Spirits, and the children were transported to and from the ferry thanks to the invaluable 
support of Majestic Tours.  
 
The outing was the fi rst of a series of scheduled events for the Lyford Cay FoundationÕs TimeWorks 
initiative designed to address the critical needs of the local community.  The programÕs goal is to mobilize 
a diverse group of caring individuals in direct volunteer service and civic engagement.  With four events 
planned for the October to November time period, TimeWorks estimates that they will deliver over 1,300 
volunteer hours to various charitable organizations.  
 
Additional projects chosen for the TimeWorks 2004 volunteer program include a Beach Clean-up on 
Saturday, October 16th sponsored by the Bahamas National Trust as part of the International Coastal 
Clean-Up Day. A day at the Dean William Granger Memorial Drug Rehabilitation Center where 
TimeWorks volunteers will provide food and companionship by staffing the soup kitchen for the facility 
on Friday, November 19th. And an event has been planned with the Special Olympics of the Bahamas. 
The date for this event has yet to be determined due to schedule interruptions caused by hurricanes 
Frances and Jeanne.
